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ST6 ARCP checklist for Vascular Surgery

This checklist has been developed by the SAC in Vascular Surgical to help assess trainee progress and experience at the end of ST6. It reflects the training requirements of the Vascular Surgery curriculum and is intended to support Training Programme Directors (TPDs) and ARCP panels in assessing those coming to the end of ST6 and to give more junior trainees an idea of where they should be concentrating their efforts to ensure that they will be meeting these standards by the end of ST6. It is intended to act as an aid to assess progress and competency and to help identify any trainees who may be falling behind or in difficulty, with a view to avoiding unfavourable outcomes later in their training.
It is designed as a guide rather than an absolute summative assessment, and judgement and experience should be applied by the TPDs and trainers using it. Supporting evidence for each of the domains e.g. completed audits, courses and meetings attended should be logged on ISCP by the trainee prior to the ARCP.

Trainees must be able to demonstrate wide exposure to elective and emergency vascular and endovascular surgery as defined in the curriculum. This must include outpatient and ward-based work.

Trainees must be able to demonstrate knowledge and understanding of the management of the following critical conditions: (1) acute limb ischaemia and (2) abdominal aortic aneurysm.

This can be demonstrated with adequate WBAs in the form of CBDs and CEXs, achieving at least level 3, a satisfactory logbook and an outcome 1 at previous ARCPs.

	Trainees will be expected to demonstrate a wide range of procedures, from their logbooks and PBAs, to the level of competency outlined in the curriculum.

	Operative competence – evidence of competence in indicative operative procedures (evidenced by PBAs defined by the specialty)
	Trainees must be able to demonstrate progression of operative skills, based on PBAs, across all areas of the curriculum.
These should include:

Major amputation – minimum 3, achieving level 4

Fem pop/distal bypass – minimum 3, achieving level 3

AAA – open repair – minimum 3, achieving level 3

Endovascular AAA repair – minimum 3, achieving level 2-3

Carotid endarterectomy – minimum 3, achieving level 3

Angioplasty – minimum 3, achieving level 2-3

Selective catherterisation of vessels – minimum 2, achieving level 2-3

	Research - evidence of having met the relevant requirements for research and scholarship. For UK trainees, this can be found in the GMC’s Generic Professional Capabilities framework. Broadly, this includes:

1. The demonstration of evidence based practice.

2. Understanding how to critically appraise literature and conduct literature searches and reviews. 

3. Understanding and applying basic research principles.

4. Understanding the basic principles of research governance and how to apply relevant ethical guidelines to research activities.  
	Trainees must demonstrate knowledge of research methodology and research governance. This could be by completing a research degree or publishing a peer reviewed paper as first author. By the time of certification, all trainees should have published one peer reviewed paper as first author and two further peer reviewed papers as second or third author
 or with significant contribution as part of collaborative multicentre research during specialty training. All trainees should have presented 2 papers at national or international meetings. All trainees must have a valid Good Clinical Practice (GCP) certificate in Research Governance and must have completed a research methodologies course.
